Staff brought forward a request from the Minnesota River Congress to support a funding request to the State Legislature for a Water Storage Initiative in the Minnesota River Basin.  Discussion was held about the need to support such an initiative.  The point was raised that we already have other programs out there that are providing similar funding.  Board directed staff to draft a new letter that states some of the concerns and that does not follow the exact form of the letter provided by the River Congress.
